Given that the building sector contributes approximately 40% of global
greenhouse gas (GHG) emissions, and the global building stock is projected to double
by 2060, urgent action is imperative to mitigate climate change. By implementing these
strategies, we can significantly reduce the environmental impact of our built environment

and create a more sustainable future.
